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Speed sounds 


Sometimes the sounds are made up of more than one letter.      


Ask your child to say the sounds clearly and quickly, in and out of order.


The blue sounds this week are long vowel sounds. When these letters are together they say the long vowel sound which sounds like the letter names  a e i o .  These are stretched sounds.
